The brush truck is equipped with a 500-gallon water tank, 10-gallon foam system, perimeter scene 

lighting, backup alarm, and front spray monitor and bars.  

“The addition of this unit to the Colmesneil VFD fleet will help to increase the department’s capacity 

to serve their community and surrounding area as well as incorporating enhanced options for the safety 

of the department’s volunteers,” said Texas A&M Forest Service Regional Fire Coordinator Ricky 

Holbrook.
